My name is Norma Luce and I live on the central coast of California. I'm a single middle-aged woman with four grown children and five grandchildren. I have always been rather frail, but by the end of 2003 was very ill. I'd lost about 70% of function and feeling on my left side. I had difficulty walking and frequently fell. I could no longer play the piano. I also had severe pain all over my body with stiffening and loss of motion in all my joints and muscles. I was so exhausted I could barely function.

In October of 2003 I began a series of exhaustive medical tests after collapsing at work. I was diagnosed in November with multiple sclerosis complicated with lupus and polymyalgia. The MRI showed lesions on my brain and spinal cord. In addition, about two dozen stones were found in my gall bladder and my cholesterol was over 300.

I made the decision to see an MD in Mexico who specialized in auto immune disorders and spent the month of January 2004 in his clinic. These drugs were supposed to suppress the advancement of my MS and help me sleep to avoid fatigue. In January of 2004, my sister introduced me to RELIV, I was unsure but willing to try. Within 4 days, I was feeling a difference.

"By the end of January, I was no longer taking the Amentriptlene or the Amantadine. I was sleeping like a rock and no longer fatigued. By mid February, I decided to stop taking my daily, painful injection of Copaxone. Within 3 days of stopping the injections, I felt 50% better. I no longer had the tightness in my chest or back. I went to see my doctor in mid March, he was not happy that I had stopped my medications. "Actually, the report from the Radiologist stated "No evidence for demyelination secondary to Multiple Sclerosis"; this was based on Brain, Cervical Spine and Thoracic Spine. That was my final visit with the Neurologist, he released me and told me to call if I had any problems. The tingling in my hands has drastically declined, I am no longer dragging my leg and I feel fantastic and alive again. I no longer come home from work and lay on the couch, I am living my life again and it feels great! I know I still have the disease, but I feel that I and now fighting a battle that I can win."

LAKESHIA WILLIAMS STORY:

Lakeshia Williams, 205-685-8768, Birmingham, Alabama. I started Reliv in December 2004. I began taking the product from a wheelchair for MS. I came out of that wheelchair in three months! My mother manages a GNC store on Fort Knox, Kentucky. One of her customers, Teresa Cassman, kept coming into the store, raving about how well she was defeating her MS diagnosis by using a natural supplement called Reliv. Chad Kimmel - Zerstoerer4@... - 630-264-0239 CST - MS, short term memory loss, concentration, speech, double vision, mystagmus (eyes wiggle involuntarily), sinus infections made blind in left eye until colds went away, lost gag reflex, problems w/esophagus, tingling from neck down, dizziness, vertigo, tremors, spasms, cramping, weakness, loss of balance, fatigue, coordination, (busy man, contact thru e-mail.) In March of 2001, I was diagnosed with Multiple Sclerosis, but I had actually been living with it since May of 1998. I had symptoms affecting cognitive brain function: I suffered with short-term memory loss, problems with concentration, and I developed problems with speech. I had symptoms affecting my vision: I had double vision, nystagmus, and whenever I developed a sinus cold, I would slowly go blind in my left eye until the sinus cold went away. For those of you who do not know what Nystagmus is (and I'm probably spelling it wrong), it is a condition where if I kept my head still and did not move it, and I moved my eyes from side to side, one eye would wiggle back and forth involuntarily. I had a constant noise in my ears that sounded like I had carbonated liquid trapped in my ears; it was a constant fizzing sound. I lost my gag reflex, which made swallowing food difficult at times, as you need your gag reflex to even swallow. Sometimes food would just sit there and refuse to go down. I also had problems with my Esophagus. It stopped contracting half way down which meant that to get all of my meal in my stomach, I had to wash it down with fluids and hope that it all went in.

Do you know the tingling sensation you get when your foot or hand 'falls asleep'? I had, at one point, that tingling sensation from the neck down. I suffered with dizziness and Vertigo. It was especially bad whenever I had to move my head; if I could keep my head still, the dizziness would go away, but if I moved my head a lot, the dizziness would build and would give me headaches as well as get me nauseous. I had symptoms affecting my muscles. I suffered with tremors, spasms and cramping. I had weakness throughout the entire body, but it was especially severe on the right side. The weakness was so severe that my right hand was useless and my right leg was not strong enough to support my body weight, so I could not walk.

It was only through Prednisone treatments and physical therapy that I was able to walk again, but I was unable to run. The tremors happened a lot when I would stretch, unless I was in bed, then my legs would cramp up pretty severe. I also had cramping that happened in the chest cavity. They would start at the spine and slowly work their way around my chest to the front. They would get painful if I was doing a lot of physical exercise or in the middle of the night, then they would cramp up so bad that it actually hurt to breath. The cramping in the chest was always there it never went away.

It was there every minute of every hour of every day of every month for four years. My balance was severely compromised. At times I wondered if people thought I was drunk a lot, because I would lose my balance just simply walking. I ran into a lot of things: furniture, doorframes, people. Sometimes when I would try to get up out of a chair, I would lose my balance and fall back into the chair. If the room was dark and I could not see, I would not have to be even walking, I would lose my balance simply standing there. If I stubbed my toe on a chair or something, I would fall down. I also had to look in the direction I was walking, if not, I would veer off in the direction I was looking. I also suffered from fatigue. It made work difficult, as I was ready for bed around 2PM and I really had to plan my days around the fatigue. My hand and eye coordination was horrible and I suffered with sexual dysfunction. I also had numbness in my mouth which meant that I could eat really hot foods and not even realize they were hot until I noticed my mouth would blister up.

In May of 2002, I took my first shake. I started with just one scoop of Classic and one half scoop of Innergize three times a day. After three days, I noticed a difference with my fatigue. My days were getting longer and I was not always so tired in the afternoon and evenings. The second and third shakes were like little pick-me-ups. I was getting excited and so I continued taking my three shakes a day. After three weeks, I had seen by then significant improvement and results with not only my fatigue, but also people started noticing my balance improving, I no longer suffered from leg cramps when I stretched in bed, and while it is not MS related, I no longer suffered from heartburn.
